Add Alternative text, or alt text to all authoring tools to increase accessibility. It is a clear description that helps everyone understand an image and its context. People using screen readers or other assistive devices depend on these descriptions to understand the image’s content and purpose.

Add ‘screenshot of”
Include all text that is in an image
Logos- describe any symbols or graphics and include text 
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
