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Setting the Language of a PDF
A correctly set language helps audio and screen readers to read the text in the correct language and accent.  

1. Anthology Ally in Canvas
Return to Course Accessibility Report.
Scroll down to Remaining Issues.
Click on the document does not have a language set.
Select a PDF to fix.
Click on the downward arrow button (upper heading) to download the original.

2. Upload Original PDF to SensusAccess	 
Sensusaccess is a self-service tool that converts documents into more accessible formats.   
Go to ucdenver.edu/sensusaccess and login using your university credentials.
Step 1 - Upload your document.  
Click on the Browse button to locate your document that does not have a language set.  Select Upload.   
Step 2 - Select output format and tick off Accessibility conversion.
Step 3 - Specify accessibility conversion options from the drop-down bar select 
pdf - Tagged PDF (text over image).
Step 4 - Enter your university email address and click submit.
Your converted document with the added language will be emailed to you within a few minutes to a few hours, depending on its size.
Once it arrives, download the new accessible version. 
Be sure to give it a new title and check the document to make sure it was converted correctly.

3. Re-Upload Fixed PDF to Anthology Ally in Canvas
 Return to page where you downloaded the original PDF.
Drop file to upload into the white box or Click the Browse button to locate the newly fixed PDF
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
