Duties and Responsibilities: An interpreter will work to translate information from one language into
another within the court system. This may be within a courtroom during proceedings, or smaller settings such
as working with witnesses, defendants, lawyers to relay information for depositions, hearings, or other cases.
This may involve verbal translation as well as document translation.



Work Environment: This position will primarily work in an office or courtroom setting.

Work Schedule: The court system runs on a typical 8am-5pm Monday-Friday workweek. Due to this,
overtime isn’t as likely as it is with some other jobs.

Career Path/Promotion: The career path for an interpreter may include advancing into a supervisorial
position or advancing within the court system to higher level courts.

Education, Training and Certification: Minimum requirements include a high school diploma plus four years
working in interpretive services, and both languages used by the interpreter (or all languages) must be at
college-level or above, however, a BACJ is extremely helpful in providing a contextual foundation for a court
interpreter. Additionally, most states require an interpreter certification such as the State of Colorado
Certified Interpreter credential or a Federal Interpreter Certification credential. Desired qualifications may
include an advanced degree in interpretation or translation and accreditation by the American Translation
Association (ATA) in addition to the above.

Skills and Competencies: Listening skills, languages, observation, writing, service mindset, emotional
intelligence, communication, and analytical skills.
